	The last Charolais show and sale of 2004 (in Carrick on Shannon, on Saturday last) attracted huge numbers and achieved outstanding prices with nearly 90% clearance of bulls and 75% of heifers.
Top price of the day €9,900 went to local breeder, John McGlynn, Eddercloon, Dromod, Co. Leitrim for his first prize winning bull from the National Show “EDDERCLOON U-BOAT”.  Just 13 months of age, by “Indurain” and out of a dam by “Jupiter” he was purchased by IFA President, John Dillon, Killuragh, Pallasgreen, Co. Limerick.  A very popular winner, from a small Charolais herd, the bull was regarded by many as a very correct breeder’s bull.
The male championship sash went to Bobby and Pauline O’Connell from Ballybrown, Clarina, Co. Limerick for their National Show Senior Champion “BALLYBROWN URHIGANESS”.  By “Nectargerc” (Invincible line) he is also

out of a dam by “Jupiter”.  Unfortunately, he failed to meet his reserve and was unsold at €7,800.
Championship and top price in the female section went to Martin Ryan, Copperfield House, Cabra, Thurles, Co. Tipperary.  He received €6,500 for his 13 months old heifer “Goldstar U-Beauty”.  By “Domino”, she is out of a dam imported from Italy who is by a French bull called “Lezare”.  “Goldstar U-Beauty” was a second prize winner at the National show and a multi prize winner at the summer shows. She was purchased by  Michael Boyle, Gorthaganny, Castlerea, Co. Roscommon.

The reserve female championship went to Jeremy McGonigle, Rosscatt, Rossnowlagh, Co. Donegal for his heifer “Whinfort Unique” by “Meillard” and out of a dam by “Bowerhouses Topper”.  She was purchased by Joe Lyons, Carrabawn, Swinford, Co. Mayo for €3,900.
