Male Champion was GOLDSTAR VOLVO, born 13th November 2004.   He is by “Nectargerc” out of “Ballyboyle Osanna” by “Lazare” He sold for €10,000 to Eugene McSweeney, Clane, Co. Kildare.  “Volvo” was the overall reserve male champion at the Tullamore National Livestock show and male calf champion at the ploughing championships
